A 

wonderful time was had by all.  We had eight tractors and the people hauler with several members enjoying 

the ride through town. 

 

Silver Cliffôs Mining/Heritage Days drew a cold, wet, windy forecast.  It was doubtful the pull would even 

get started on Saturday, but Greg (Silver Cliffôs Mr. Fix-it) re-graded the track and saved the day by van-

quishing the puddles.  This pull on June 12th/13th saw about 100 hooks each day.  Several stationary exhibits 

were also available for viewing, including a Maytag, a milking machine, a water pump, and some old en-

gines.  Sunday had far better weather, with some sunshine peeking through.

Featured Engine for the 2010 Fair  

100 Years old this Year  

 
The steam traction engine featured 

on buttons for the 2010 Chaffee 

County Fair has been a familiar site 

at the county fair grounds for dec-

ades.  Owned by John Lange of 

Morrison, Colorado, this steam en-

gine is a 1910 22hp Tandem Com-

pound Rumely. 

These engines were marketed as be-

ing extremely fuel-efficient, many 

intended to be powered by burning 

straw, the ñwasteò product of the 

threshing operation.  John believes 

that his engineôs firebox once had a 

removable baffle to allow efficient straw burning.  Early advertising says ñRumelys sell so well be-

cause it pays to own them.ò 

He reports that, with the exception of the smoke box door, castings on his engine were made 

from Advance Company patterns.  M. Rumely Co. and Advance Thresher Co. were in the process of 

merging at that time.  Although the merger was not completed until a year or two later, itôs obvious 

from this engine that there was a high level of collaboration between the two by 1910. 

Rumely was organized as M. & J. Rumely Company in LaPorte, Indiana, in 1853.  The Rumely 

brothersô products were well-respected, with their threshers winning competitions at the United States 

Fair held in Chicago in 1859.  They also sold stationary engines, railway car wheels, cane mills, and 

numerous other products.  The familiar OilPull tractors were a later addition to the product line, devel-

oped under the leadership of grandson Edward Rumely.  Rumely eventually sold out to Allis-

Chalmers in 1931. 

John Lange bought his 1910 Rumely from past club member Bill Tunstall of Howard.  Bill re-

members the thrill of having his Rumely selected as one of the engines used in the filming of the Dis-

ney movie ñTall Taleò in the early 1990s.  It was a lot of work, he said, having his steam engine fired 

up and ready to go every morning during production, but he and other family members enjoyed being 

a part of the film project. 

Since the engine turns 100 this year, stop by at the fair and look it over.  Donôt you wish it 

could tell us about its earlier days?  A century of history.  Wow. I sure wish it could talk, donôt you?
